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SEASONAL FLU NASAL VACCINATION PROGRAMME

All pupils from Reception to Year 5 are eligible to receive an influenza vaccine. Forms were
recently sent home to give parents the option of accepting or refusing the offer of their child
receiving the vaccine.

If you wish your child to have the flu vaccination — which is administered through a simple spray of
the vaccine into the child’s nostrils — and have not yet returned the consent form, please do so as
soon as possible otherwise your child may not receive it.

Intra Health who are the organisation responsible for the flu vaccination programme in schools will
be sending their staff into school on Friday 5" October to administer the vaccine to those children
whose parents have requested it.
